I understand that my greyhound will wear an identification tag both when inside the house and outside at ALL times.
I understand that if, for any reason, I cannot keep my greyhound, I must return the greyhound to Greyhound Friends of NJ.

A minimum adoption fee of $260 (effective 4/15/14) is required at the time of adoption to help cover such expenses as inoculations, spay/neuter surgery, heartworm test, worming, dental, leash and collar. All veterinary procedures are completed prior to adoption.
