Mr. Reibman told the police that “… he had punched and kicked the dog.”  In essence, Mr. Reibman killed his family pet.

Greyhounds are gentle, loving creatures – this little female greyhound did not deserve to be abused by Mr. Reibman.  As a pet advocate, I believe that anyone who harms an animal should be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law.  I strongly request that Mr. Reibman not be allowed to plead to a lesser charge – he should be prosecuted and punished for his crime.

As the Mayor of Hamilton Township, I hope that you will do whatever is in your power to assist in finding justice for this greyhound.  Please include this letter in Mr. Reibman’s court file.
